They will arrive Feb. 10, be adopted Feb. 11 and gone by 

Feb. 12.  Kathi and Gail asked for raffle items that are special, perhaps handmade locally.  Bev moved to give them $200 

seed money to purchase items.  Sandy McKay seconded.  Motion carried.  Polaseks will host a spaghetti dinner Feb. 9 and 

chicken BBQ dinner Feb. 10.  Potluck around the spaghetti and chicken.  Feb. 11 will be the group dinner at Ivanhoe.  

Reservations are required.  Jacque announced that the members only pack clinic will be at 10 a.m. Jan. 28 at Polasekôs 

Half Ass Flat Ranch.
